With a comprehensive and forward-looking approach,
the Budget provides strategic policy direction and robust

A significant allocation of %1.71 lakh crore for the fertilizer
sector underscores the Government’s continued resolve to
ensure the timely availability of fertilizers to farmers at
affordable prices. The Budget safeguards farmers from global

nutrient use through continued assistance under the Urea

A time-bound tax exemption on dividend income for notified
National Cooperative Federations further reflects the
Government’s commitment to nurturing a robust and self-reliant

cooperative framework at the national level.

These progressive measures collectively demonstrate a balanced
and integrated approach—strengthening fertilizer security,
advancing agricultural productivity, enhancing rural
development, and empowering cooperative institutions. As a
premier cooperative serving Indian agriculture, KRIBHCO
remains aligned with these national priorities.

Ownership Model and Welfare-Centric Framework

The Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister described Bharat Taxi as a unique cooperative
initiative where the Sarathi who drives the taxi is also its owner. With a share capital of ¥500, each Sarathi
becomes a co-owner, ensuring participatory governance and equitable distribution of profits. The model
is guided by four core principles—Ownership, Security Cover, Dignity, and equitable distribution of
dividends.

He stated that Bharat Taxi will not deduct commissions from Sarathis’ earnings. Payments made by
customers will be transferred directly to the Sarathi’s account, enhancing transparency and income
security. Within three years, the service aims to expand across the country.

A special ‘Sarathi Didi’ feature has also been introduced to promote women'’s safety and empowerment.

Women passengers will have the option to be served exclusively by Sarathi Didis, providing safe, : a

affordable, and dignified mobility.

DCPC Organises Farmer Training Programme at SKUAST-K to Promote
Safe Pesticide Use and IPM Practices

The Department of Chemicals and Petrochemicals (DCPC) organised a one-day Farmer Training Programme at the Sher-e-Kashmir University of
Agricultural Sciences and Technology of Kashmir (SKUAST-K) on the theme “Safe and Judicious Use of Pesticides and Promotion of Integrated Pest
Management (IPM) Practices.”

The programme was jointly coordinated by HIL (India) Limited and SKUAST-K, with active participation from farmers and agricultural stakeholders

across the region.
Emphasis on Sustainable and Regulated Pesticide Use

Addressing the gathering as Chief Guest, DCPC Secretary Ms. Nivedita Shukla Verma, Ministry of Chemicals and Fertilizers, underscored the
importance of safe and regulated pesticide use to ensure agricultural sustainability and food safety. She appreciated the collaborative efforts of HIL
(India) Limited and SKUAST-K and highlighted farmer training, adoption of Integrated Pest Management (IPM) practices, and awareness generation

as essential strategies for promoting responsible pesticide management.

Dr. Maninder Kaur Dwivedi, Additional Secretary, Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, attended the programme as Guest of Honour. Senior
officials from DCPC, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, United Nations Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO), HIL (India)
Limited, SKUAST-K, and the Department of Agriculture, Kashmir, were also present.

The event witnessed enthusiastic participation from 524 farmers representing Srinagar and adjoining districts. A major highlight of the programme was
the launch of an IPM Compendium for regional vegetable crops, designed to serve as a practical guide for farmers and extension workers in adopting

sustainable pest management practices.

Sixteen Farmer Producer Organisations (FPOs) from the Srinagar region showcased a variety of local and value-added products, including honey,

saffron, apricot-based products, and chillies, reflecting the rich agricultural diversity of the region.

During the programme, an MoU was signed between HIL (India) Limited and SKUAST-K for the joint implementation of the GEF/UNIDO FARM
Project (Financing Agrochemical Reduction and Management) in the Kashmir region. The initiative aims to strengthen agrochemical management

practices and promote environmentally responsible farming systems.

The training programme marked an important step towards empowering farmers with knowledge, enhancing sustainable agricultural practices, and

reinforcing collaborative efforts for long-term agricultural development in the region.

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Hon’ble Minister Shri J. P. Nadda Discusses Long-Term MOP
Supply and Investment Cooperation

The Hon’ble Minister of Health & Family Welfare and Chemicals & Fertilizers, Shri J. P. Nadda, held a meeting with a high-level Canadian delegation
led by Mr. Tim Hodgson, Hon’ble Minister of Natural Resources, Canada, in New Delhi on 29 January 2026. The meeting reflected renewed
momentum in India—Canada bilateral relations, with a focused agenda on strengthening cooperation in potash supply, fertilizer security, and long-term

agricultural sustainability.

Welcoming the delegation, the Hon’ble Minister Shri J. P. Nadda underscored that ensuring adequate potash availability remains central to restoring
soil fertility and promoting balanced nutrient application under India’s Integrated Nutrient Management framework. Acknowledging Canada as a
reliable partner, he noted that India imports nearly 25% of its total Muriate of Potash (MOP) requirement from Canada, highlighting the strategic

importance of sustained collaboration.

The Hon’ble Minister also drew attention to Gujarat State Fertilizers and Chemicals Ltd. (GSFC)’s investment of CAD 49.68 million in Karnalyte
Resources Inc., a Canadian potash development company. GSFC presently holds a 47.73% equity stake in the project, securing a substantial strategic

interest for India in this significant potash asset and reinforcing long-term nutrient security.

During the deliberations, Mr. Tim Hodgson reaffirmed Canada’s commitment to supporting India’s agricultural productivity, describing potash as a
critical mineral for global food systems. He highlighted Canada’s favourable investment environment and conveyed that investments made by Indian

partners in Canada’s natural resources sector would receive matching support from the Canadian government.

Both sides discussed India’s long-term strategy for potash security, including avenues for technical collaboration in mining and exploration, as well as
prospects for securing additional long-term MOP supply contracts. The dialogue reflected a shared commitment to deepening cooperation in the

fertilizer sector and strengthening the strategic partnership between the two nations.

The meeting concluded with a reaffirmation that enhanced collaboration in potash and fertilizer security will contribute significantly to long-term food

and agricultural resilience, while promoting mutually beneficial investments and broader economic cooperation between India and Canada.

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Zero-Tariff Access for Indian Agri Products Strengthens Bilateral Ties

The Hon’ble Union Minister of Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development, Shri
Shivraj Singh Chouhan, while addressing a press conference at his residence in Bhopal, described
the recent India—United States trade agreement as historic and unprecedented. He stated that the
agreement will provide new momentum and new heights to the Indian economy and reflects India’s

rising stature on the global stage.

The Hon’ble Union Minister emphasised that India’s policy is based on commitment, not
compromise, and every decision has been taken in the supreme national interest. He stated that the
agreement represents diplomacy, development, and dignity—placing national interest first,
strengthening the journey towards Viksit Bharat, and safeguarding the dignity and security of Indian
farmers. He assured that all concerns related to agriculture have been fully addressed and that no

product harmful to Indian farmers has been included in the agreement.

Assignificant outcome of the deal is zero-tariff access for several Indian agricultural products in the
United States, while India has not extended similar concessions on sensitive agricultural and dairy
products. Tariffs have been reduced to zero by the United States on items such as spices, tea, coffee,
coconut products, fruits including mango and banana, mushrooms, and certain grains. India’s
agricultural exports, which reached USD 4.45 billion in 202425, are expected to grow further,

especially in the spices sector where exports have already risen substantially.

The Hon’ble Union Minister clarified that major commodities including soybean, corn, rice, wheat, sugar, pulses, oilseeds, poultry, dairy products, and

key fruits remain fully protected. No tariff concessions have been granted on these sensitive items, ensuring complete security for Indian farmers and

domestic markets.

Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan further stated that the agreement will create new opportunities for farmers, women, and youth. Sectors such as textiles,

gems and jewellery, auto components, engineering goods, and MSMEs are expected to benefit significantly. He noted that under the visionary

leadership of the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India, Shri Narendra Modi, several Free Trade Agreements have been concluded, strengthening India’s

global partnerships and accelerating the vision of Atmanirbhar Bharat and Viksit Bharat by 2047.

The India—US trade agreement stands as a milestone in reinforcing India’s economic strength, protecting farmers’ interests, and expanding global

opportunities with confidence and dignity.

Trade agreements that reduce import tariffs often help farmers earn more not just by exporting more
quantity, but by encouraging them to shift towards high-value crops (like spices and fruits), which
usually give 2—5x higher returns per hectare compared to traditional staple grains.

Note From KRIBHCO’s Chairman on Union Budget 2026

The Union Budget 2026 marks a significant milestone in India’s cooperative journey. At a time when the nation is
recalibrating its growth strategy to be more inclusive, resilient, and sustainable, the Budget sends a clear and reassuring
signal: cooperatives are central to India’s economic architecture, not peripheral to it.

The cooperative sector expresses its deep appreciation to the Hon’ble Prime Minister for his visionary leadership in
restoring the cooperative movement to the heart of national policy. The sustained and focused stewardship of the
Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister has ensured that cooperatives are being strengthened as professionally
governed, member-centric economic institutions. Budget 2026 reflects this larger vision with clarity and conviction.

A Budget That Understands the Cooperative Structure

One of the most consequential aspects of Budget 2026 is its recognition of the unique, multi-tiered structure of
cooperatives from primary societies to federations and national-level institutions. Unlike investor-owned enterprises,
cooperatives operate on principles of mutuality and surplus distribution to members. Taxation policies that fail to
recognise this structure risk undermining the very foundation of cooperation.

In this context, the targeted tax reforms announced in Budget 2026 provide long-awaited relief and structural correction.
These measures will enhance liquidity, prevent unintended double taxation, and strengthen financial sustainability
across the cooperative value chain.

Strengthening Primary Cooperatives and Allied Agriculture

The Budget has extended the existing income tax deduction available to primary cooperative societies. Earlier, this deduction was limited to cooperatives
supplying milk, oilseeds, fruits, or vegetables produced by their members. Budget 2026 has thoughtfully widened its scope to include primary cooperatives
supplying cattle feed and cotton seed produced by their members.

This expansion has important implications. It recognises the growing role of cooperatives in allied agricultural activities and strengthens backward and forward
linkages in rural economies. By allowing this deduction when supplies are made to federal cooperatives, government organisations, and other eligible entities,
the Budget directly supports inter-cooperative trade and value-chain integration, an area critical for fertiliser, dairy, and input cooperatives alike.

Addressing Double Taxation: Restoring Fairness and Neutrality

A particularly welcome reform in Budget 2026 relates to the taxation of surplus distribution within the cooperative system. Under the new tax regime, the
absence of deduction for dividend income received by one cooperative from another had created the risk of double taxation, first at the level of the distributing
cooperative and again at the level of members.

The Budget corrects this anomaly by allowing dividend income received by a cooperative society from another cooperative society as a deduction, provided
such income is further distributed to members. This provision restores tax neutrality and fairness, ensuring that cooperatives are not penalised for adhering to
their core principle of member-oriented surplus distribution.

For large federated cooperatives such as KRIBHCO, this reform strengthens internal capital circulation while preserving member benefits.

Support for National Cooperative Federations

Another forward-looking provision in Budget 2026 is the three-year exemption on dividend income received by a notified national cooperative federation from
investments made in companies up to January 31,2026. This exemption is conditional upon the income being distributed onward to member cooperatives.

This provision acknowledges the strategic role played by national federations in pooling resources, investing prudently, and redistributing gains across the
cooperative network. By linking the exemption to member-level distribution, the Budget ensures that fiscal benefits flow through the system and reinforce
cooperative solidarity rather than accumulate at the apex.

Digital Transformation and Professionalisation

Beyond taxation, Budget 2026 reinforces the broader policy direction of strengthening institutions through digitalisation and professional management. India’s
digital public infrastructure offers cooperatives an opportunity to improve transparency, logistics efficiency, and member service delivery.

For fertiliser cooperatives, digital integration across procurement, distribution, soil health advisory, and logistics can significantly enhance operational
efficiency while ensuring timely and equitable access for farmers. The Budget’s emphasis on capacity creation rather than mere compliance is therefore
particularly encouraging.

Green Growth and Sustainable Cooperatives

The Budget’s continued focus on renewable energy and sustainability opens new pathways for cooperatives to participate in India’s green transition.
Cooperatives, with their decentralised footprint and collective ownership, are well positioned to integrate renewable energy, resource-efficient practices, and
climate-aligned initiatives into their operations, creating both environmental and economic value for members.

A Cooperative Pathway to Viksit Bharat

As India advances towards the vision of Viksit Bharat, cooperatives offer a development model that harmonises

economic growth with equity, scale with participation, and efficiency with accountability. Budget 2026 reinforces U N ION
this model by easing tax burdens, encouraging surplus distribution to members, and strengthening cooperative

institutions at every level.
