Hon’ble Union Minister Shri Amit Shah Launches Key Dairy
and Cooperative Projects in Ladakh

In a significant step towards strengthening cooperative-led rural development and enhancing the dairy sector in Ladakh, Hon’ble Union Home
and Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah, inaugurated and laid the foundation stone for a series of key dairy infrastructure and cooperative
initiatives in Leh on May 1%, 2026. The programme, held at the Central Institute of Buddhist Studies (CIBS), marked a major milestone in

expanding modern dairy infrastructure and empowering local farmers in the Union Territory.

The initiatives include the foundation stone laying of a 10 TLPD (10,000 litres per day) dairy plant at Kargil, built at a cost of 325 crore, along
with the inauguration of milk processing facilities in Leh for products such as curd and paneer. Bulk Milk Cooler systems and a mobile milk

testing laboratory have also been launched to strengthen cold-chain infrastructure and ensure quality assurance at the grassroots level.

Akey highlight of the programme was the launch of an Android-based Automated Milk Collection System (AMCS), enabling dairy farmers to
digitally track procurement and payments with enhanced transparency. Additionally, a Memorandum of Understanding between Ladakh Milk

Federation and Mother Dairy has been signed to expand market access and ensure better value realisation for local dairy producers.

Addressing the gathering, Shri Amit Shah emphasised that such initiatives will play a vital role in empowering local farmers, particularly
women, by creating sustainable livelihood opportunities and promoting self-reliance. He noted that the cooperative model, as envisioned by
Narendra Modi, Hon’ble Prime Minister, is driving transformative growth in India’s dairy sector, which has witnessed a significant rise in milk

production from 146 million tonnes in 2014—15 to 248 million tonnes in recent years.

The Hon’ble Minister further highlighted future plans to expand dairy infrastructure in Ladakh, including the establishment of a larger 50
TLPD plant in Leh, introduction of climate-suitable high-yield livestock and expansion of cooperative networks to more villages. He also

noted that new cooperative societies for pashmina, organic products, and honey will be developed to diversify rural livelihoods.

These initiatives reflect the Government’s strong commitment to realising the vision of “Sahkar se Samriddhi” by strengthening cooperative

institutions, enhancing farmer incomes and promoting inclusive and sustainable development in remote and strategically important regions

like Ladakh.
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Advancing “Sahkar se Samriddhi”: Ministry of Cooperation Launches
Reform Workshop Series

In alignment with the vision of Hon’ble Prime
Minister of India Shri Narendra Modi, to achieve
prosperity through cooperation—“Sahkar se
Samriddhi”—the Ministry of Cooperation has
initiated a series of regional workshops to accelerate
reforms in the cooperative sector. Guided by
Hon’ble Union Home and Cooperation Minister
Shri Amit Shah, the initiative aims to modernise
grain storage, strengthen Primary Agricultural
Credit Societies (PACS) and expand cooperative

activities across agriculture, dairy and fisheries.

The first Regional Workshop was held in Jaipur,
bringing together senior officials from the
Government of India, National Bank for Agriculture
and Rural Development (NABARD), national

cooperative institutions and representatives from

States and Union Territories. The workshop served as a platform for policy review, progress assessment, and preparation of action plans for FY
2026-27.

Key discussions focused on the implementation of the World’s Largest Grain Storage Plan in the cooperative sector, including infrastructure
development, loan processes and state-level targets. Representatives from Food Corporation of India, NAFED, NCCF, CWC and SWC

presented progress on warehouse expansion and operational strategies.

The workshop also reviewed the Warehousing Development and Regulatory Authority (WDRA) framework, focusing on on boarding PACS,
simplifying procedures and enhancing training support. Further sessions addressed the formation and strengthening of Multipurpose PACS

(M-PACS), along with strategies to expand credit, diversify activities and improve income generation.

Special emphasis was placed on strengthening dairy
and fisheries cooperatives through improved
productivity, enhanced procurement systems and
sustainable value chain development. Revival
strategies for weaker cooperatives and their integration

with institutional finance were also discussed.

The Ministry of Cooperation reaffirmed its
commitment to transforming the cooperative sector
into a key driver of rural prosperity, employment and
inclusive growth. The Jaipur workshop marks a
significant step towards advancing cooperative
reforms and realising the vision of “Sahkar se
Samriddhi.”
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MINISTRY OF CHEMICAL AND FERTILIZER NEWS

Government Ensures Adequate Fertilizer Availability and
Stable Prices for Farmers

Inamajor step towards ensuring smooth agricultural operations during the upcoming Kharif season, the Government of India has significantly
strengthened fertilizer availability across the country. According to the Department of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare (DA&FW), the total
fertilizer requirement for Kharif 2026 has been estimated at 390.54 lakh metric tonnes (LMT), against which the country currently holds a
strong stock 0of 199.65 LMT—covering over 51% of the seasonal demand.

The higher stock levels reflect proactive planning, improved logistics management and efficient supply chain coordination to support farmers
during the peak cultivation period. Following recent global supply challenges, India has rapidly increased both domestic fertilizer production
and imports, adding nearly 97 LMT to total availability. Domestic production contributed 76.78 LMT, while imports accounted for 19.94
LMT.

To ensure uninterrupted supply during peak demand, Indian fertilizer companies have initiated global tenders for DAP, TSP and Ammonium
Sulphate, along with key raw materials such as ammonia and sulphur. Additionally, around 7 LMT of NPK fertilizers are expected to arrive at
Indian ports during May and June.

Providing relief to farmers, the Government has confirmed that there will be no increase in the Maximum Retail Price (MRP) of major
fertilizers. Regular monitoring by the Department of Fertilizers and continuous review by the Empowered Group of Secretaries (EGoS) are
ensuring timely supply, stable prices and smooth subsidy disbursement.

These efforts reaffirm the Government’s commitment towards supporting farmers, maintaining fertilizer security and ensuring a productive
and successful Kharif 2026 season.

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Under the Nutrient Based Subsidy (NBS) scheme, fertilizers containing secondary and
micronutrients such as Sulphur are also eligible for additional subsidy support. This
encourages the use of nutrient-rich fertilizers that not only improve crop productivity but

also help restore long-term soil fertility and nutrient balance.

Hon’ble Union Minister Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan Enhances Farmer Welfare
through Key Agricultural Measures

In a significant and comprehensive initiative aimed at safeguarding farmers’ interests and strengthening the agricultural sector, Hon’ble Union
Minister for Agriculture & Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development, Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan, has undertaken key decisions
encompassing both enhanced procurement support and strategic preparedness for the upcoming Kharif season. These measures reflect the
Government’s proactive and farmer-centric approach towards ensuring income security, price stability and resilience against climatic

challenges.

As part of major procurement interventions, the Government has approved the procurement of 20 lakh metric tonnes of potatoes in Uttar
Pradesh under the Market Intervention Scheme (MIS) for the 202526 agricultural year. The procurement will be conducted at a fixed price of
%6,500.9 per metric tonne, providing vital relief to farmers and protecting them from distress sales. In Andhra Pradesh, the procurement ceiling
for chana (Bengal gram) under the Price Support Scheme (PSS) has been enhanced to 1,13,250 metric tonnes, thereby enabling a larger number
of farmers to benefit from assured remunerative prices. Similarly, in Karnataka, the procurement period for tur (pigeon pea) has been extended

until May 15,2026, ensuring that farmers have adequate time to sell their produce at Minimum Support Price (MSP).

Complementing these price support measures, the Hon’ble Minister conducted a high-level review of preparedness for the forthcoming Kharif
season, particularly in view of forecasts indicating a potential El Nifio impact and below-normal monsoon conditions. Emphasising that
farmers’ welfare remains paramount, Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan directed officials to ensure timely availability of quality seeds, fertilisers and

other essential agricultural inputs, along with robust contingency planning across all states.

The review highlighted that water storage levels in reservoirs are currently above normal, providing a strong foundation for irrigation during
the Kharif season. The Government has focused on strengthening water management systems, promoting micro-irrigation and encouraging
the adoption of climate-resilient crop varieties to minimise potential risks arising from adverse weather conditions. Additionally, adequate

seed reserves have been ensured to meet any emergency requirements, supported by well-prepared district-level contingency plans.

The Hon’ble Minister further emphasised the importance of coordinated efforts between the Centre and States, along with the use of advanced
agricultural technologies, crop diversification, and real-time monitoring mechanisms to support farmers effectively. He reassured that

proactive measures are in place to mitigate the impact of climatic variations and to ensure uninterrupted agricultural operations.

Reaffirming the Government’s commitment under the visionary leadership of Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, the initiatives aim
to create a stable, secure and growth-oriented agricultural environment. By combining assured procurement with strategic climate

preparedness, these measures are set to enhance farmers’ confidence, strengthen rural livelihoods and contribute to the long-term

sustainability of India’s agricultural sector.
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Major Relief for Odisha Farmers: Procurement of Five Crops

Approved under MSP Framework

In a significant step towards strengthening farmer welfare and ensuring fair price realisation, Hon’ble Union Minister for Agriculture &
Farmers’ Welfare and Rural Development, Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan has approved the procurement of five major crops in Odisha under the
Minimum Support Price (MSP) framework. The decision, taken during a virtual meeting at Krishi Bhawan, New Delhi, with Odisha’s Deputy
Chief Minister and Agriculture Minister, Shri Kanak Vardhan Singh, reflects the Government’s continued commitment to safeguarding

farmers’ interests.

The approved crops include moong, urad, groundnut, sunflower and mustard, with a total MSP value exceeding ¥1,428.31 crore. These
approvals are expected to provide substantial financial support to farmers and protect them from distress sales, ensuring stable and

remunerative returns for their produce.

Under the approved plan, procurement will include 34,492 metric tonnes of moong (%302.42 crore), 1,19,387 metric tonnes of urad (3931.21
crore) and 20,219 metric tonnes of groundnut (3146.85 crore). Additionally, procurement of 2,210 metric tonnes of sunflower (17.06 crore)

and 4,964 metric tonnes of mustard (%30.77 crore) has also been sanctioned.

The procurement will be carried out under the PM-AASHA scheme over a 90-day period, with the state implementing a PoS-based system to
ensure transparency and efficiency. Emphasising the importance of a fair procurement mechanism, the Hon’ble Union Minister stated that

benefits of MSP must reach actual farmers directly through a transparent and honest system, free from intermediary influence.

Special emphasis was placed on increasing sunflower production in Odisha, with Shri Shivraj Singh Chouhan noting its declining cultivation
in several regions. He assured full support from the Central Government, including scientific and technical assistance, to promote its

expansion and enhance productivity.

The Hon’ble Minister also stressed the need for continuous monitoring of procurement operations to prevent misuse and ensure that only
genuine farmers benefit from MSP. He urged the state government to establish a robust system that eliminates the role of middlemen and

guarantees direct procurement from farmers.

This initiative highlights the Government’s proactive approach in strengthening agricultural marketing systems, enhancing transparency and
ensuring that farmers receive fair compensation for their produce. It further reinforces the vision of empowering farmers through effective

policy implementation and sustained institutional support.
